Students who declare a Minor in Creative Writing must take:

 atleast twelve (12) credit hours in creative writing, in more than one genre**
 twelve (12) credit hours more in English courses beyond the first-year level***

* Students who wish to major in English and minor in creative writing must take forty-eight (48) credit
hours in English courses above three (3) credit hours in ENGL at the 1000-level and fulfill the
requirements of both programs.
