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award at a convenient convocation ceremony. The rank of Dean Emeritus ordinarily 
shall be awarded by the Board of Governors, and normally shall be conferred at the 
Spring Convocation in the year during which the recipient will complete full-time 
service prior to retirement.   

The rank of Dean Emeritus will carry no salary or honorarium, but it will carry the 
following entitlements:  

1. full use of the University library facilities and information technologies;  

2. where possible, working space on request;  

3. the right to use faculty secretarial facilities as available;  

4. the right to apply and be considered for University research funds.
