based��consulting��firm��Silva��Ecosystem��Consultants��Ltd.��Mr.��Hammond��has��many��years��of��working��with��the��Innu��,��
and��has��been��instrumental��in��designing��Innu��Nation's��co�rmanagement��agreement��with��the��Department��of��Forest��
Resources��and��Agrifoods��(DFRA).��During��the��last��two��days��of��the��course��representatives��were��present��from��the��
DFRA��as��well��as��Western��Newfoundland��Model��Forests��Ltd,��who��provided��funding��for��the��module.��Trudy��Sable��and��
Zoe��Nudell��of��GRI's��Science��Horizon��also��attended��to��document��and��assess��the��module��for��future��curriculum��
development.��
